Generous, exceptionally comfortable
seating and a large, extendable table
create space for up to ten guests. The
overhead rack provides practical evening
lighting for reading, while soft ambient
LED lighting around the railings creates a
cozy atmosphere.

An innovative enclosure and sliding roof
cover the aft cockpit in seconds. You can
quickly change the boat from completely
open to fully enclosed. Simply pull the
canopy sides from their integrated
storage and slide them out like curtains.
Block the wind on one or all sides, or
create full shade over the cockpit.

With Marex's signature enclosure, the
cockpit can be comfortably heated or
cooled, extending the boating season in
any climate.
